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               Etymology of Evangelism and Evangelist

According to the encyclopedia Wikipedia, the word evangelist comes from the Koine
Greek word __________ (transcribed as "euangelion") via Latin "Evangelium," as used
in the canonical titles of the four Gospels, authored by Matthew, Mark, Luke and John
(also known as the Four Evangelists).  The Greek word __________ originally meant a
reward for good news given to the messenger (__ = "good," _______ = "I bring a
message"; the word angel is of the same root) and later "good news."  The latter term
gives rise to the word "Gospel."  Salem’s congregation is committed to spreading/sharing
the good news of Jesus Christ.
